Absences

Contact me in ADVANCE for the assignments that you will miss while gone.  You will NOT be permitted to make-up work after the absence.  Tests/Quizzes must be taken in ADVANCE or you will receive a ZERO.

· In the case of an excused absence (sickness, death in the family, etc…), you will have one day for each day you are absent to finish the assignment before it becomes LATE.  You must make-up Tests/Quizzes within the number of days you were absent.

· If your absence is unexcused, you will lose ALL the points for that assignment/test/quiz due on that day.
· Tardiness – You will receive Saturday school on your third tardy and one thereafter for each SEMESTER.
Expected Conduct & Procedures

· Learning will take place in this classroom and in order to ensure that, disruptive behavior will not be tolerated and will be subject to disciplinary action.

· You will be expected to take care of bathroom issues between classes, do not ask to go to the bathroom excessively. You must ask

· You must READ and FOLLOW DIRECTIONS.  You will not get a grade for work done improperly because you did not follow directions.

· The teacher’s desk is off limits to all students, at all times.

· Dismissal is by the teacher, not the bell.  Remain seated until the teacher dismisses you.

· Phones and devices may be used when instructed to do so. DO NOT take pictures or videos in the classroom. You must keep them under your desk unless otherwise instructed. Failure to do so, will result in your phone being collected & turned into the office.

Vocabulary
· Vocabulary will be distributed on Friday (after test).
· Vocabulary worksheets are due on Thursday (check for completion & accuracy) and we will review in class (in pen only).
· If you do not have your worksheets completed at the beginning of the hour, you will receive a ZERO on your test.  You must have your worksheet with you when you come to class.
· If you get MORE than 10 wrong on the worksheet, you do not test on Friday and instead, receive a zero on the test.

· Vocabulary tests are on Friday.  You will be SILENT READING after your vocabulary test or completing your next vocabulary worksheet.

· If you are absent, see me during SEMINAR to make-up tests the next day or you receive a zero on that test. 

Journal Writing

· Students are required to keep a journal. Have your journal with you daily. You must have a separate notebook for a journal as it will be turned in periodically for a grade.
· Each day you will write in your journal. You will find a journal prompt on the board or you will receive a handout.  Your entry MUST relate to the topic & must be minimum one paragraph in length.
· On each entry write the date, topic and journal number and they must be in order of the date. You must write at least a paragraph daily. 

· Journals will be collected and assigned points each semester.
· If you are ABSENT, it is your responsibility to find out the topic from one of your classmates.  You must make-up journal entries.
Speech
· You will be giving many different types of speeches throughout the year.  Each speech will have different requirements, which you will receive a rubric for prior to giving the speech.
· If you are not prepared for a speech your grade will drop one full letter grade each day that you are late.
· You will be required to be a good audience!  An important part of speech is good listening skills.  You will be respectful and inattentive when others are giving speeches. 
· All speeches are a Michigan Merit course/credit requirement.
Papers

· All papers must be in blue or black ink or computer generated.  Work turned in not in blue or black ink or computer generated will receive a zero.

· Papers will follow Modern Language Association (MLA) style.

· Papers need to be neat and orderly when tuned in.  If the writing is illegible, the paper will receive a zero.

· A book review will be assigned once this year.

· There are NO LATE papers accepted.  If you do not hand in a paper and/or Turn-it-in electronically when due, you will receive a zero.

· No E-MAILED papers will be accepted. 

· All papers are a Michigan Merit course/credit requirement.

· Rough drafts and outlines will be required for writing assignments.

· PROOFREAD, PROOFREAD, AND PROOFREAD!!!  Grammar & spelling will be a part of your paper grades.

· All papers MUST be electronically submitted through “Turnitin” by the due date or you will receive a ZERO on that assigned paper.  In addition, you are required to print & turn in your Turn-it-In receipt. There are NO EXCEPTIONS!!!

· Edmodo will be used as a means to communicate throughout the year. Every week you will find our weekly agenda, however, it is subject to change.

Assignments

· Late assignments may be turned in up to ONE (1) day late BEFORE CLASS for 50% of the points (Except Papers-NO LATE PAPERS).

· No emailed assignments are accepted.
· All projects are a Michigan Merit course/credit requirement.

· You will be given one grade each marking period worth twenty (20) points for participation.  Participation includes individual and group involvement.
