Absences

· You are responsible for getting the assignments and arranging the time to take tests that you missed/will miss when you are gone.

· If an anticipated absence (sport event, doctors appointment, class trip, etc…) comes on the day an assignment is due, you must turn the assignment in BEFORE its due date or have a friend turn it in for you on its due date.  Contact me in ADVANCE for the assignments that you will miss while gone.  You will NOT be permitted to make-up work after the absence.  Tests/Quizzes must be taken in ADVANCE or you will receive a ZERO. (Except pop quizzes – must be made up the next day, or receive a ZERO)
· In the case of an excused absence (sickness, death in the family, etc…), you will have one day for each day you are absent to finish the assignment before it becomes LATE.  You must make-up Tests/Quizzes within the number of days you were absent or receive a ZERO.
· Make-up work for quizzes and tests will be given on the day you return from your absence.  It is your responsibility to get a pass to make-up your work either during seminar or come before school.  If work is not made up on that day, you will receive a zero for that work. 
· If your absence is unexcused, you will have a three percent grade reduction at the end of the trimester for each.
· Tardies – You will receive Saturday school on your third tardy and one thereafter for each SEMESTER.

Expected Conduct & Procedures

· Learning will take place in this classroom and in order to ensure that, disruptive behavior will not be tolerated and will be subject to disciplinary action.

· You will be given five passes each semester to leave the classroom.  Use them wisely!  Do not ask to leave the room when your passes are used up.  You must sign-out to leave the room.  This includes forgotten assignments, books, etc.

· Test will be posted on the assignment board for at least a week prior to the test date.  If you are absent during that week but are still present on the day of the test, you will be required to take the test that day.

· Pop quizzes will be given regularly. 
· Come to class prepared.  You must bring your book and a writing utensil daily or you will receive a Saturday school.

· Take notes on important information, especially information placed on the overhead projector or board.  You are required to have a folder to store class materials/notes.  You will be given periodic open-note quizzes.

· Questions and comments should be appropriate.

· Read all assigned materials before class and be prepared to answer questions on that material during class.  Come to class ready to learn and expect to be randomly called upon.  

· You must READ and FOLLOW DIRECTIONS.  You will not get a grade for work done improperly because you did not follow directions.
· No emailed assignements will be acceptd.

· The teacher will not print your assignment, this is your responsibility.
· The teacher’s desk is off limits to all students, at all times.

· Dismissal is by the teacher, not the bell.  Remain seated until the teacher dismisses you.

· Cheating will not be tolerated.  Any student caught cheating or attempting to cheat will receive a zero and face disciplinary action.

Grading

· You will be given one grade each marking period worth twenty (20) points for participation.  Participation includes individual and group involvement.

· Each student is required to do an oral presentation, either alone or with a partner, each marking period.  A list of topics and requirements will be provided each marking period.  Every student must complete, according to the requirements, an oral project each marking period to pass that marking period.  If you are not prepared for your project, your grade will drop one full letter grade each day that you are late.
· Late assignments will ONLY be accepted if turned in the very next school day, BEFORE class and you will receive only half credit for that assignment.  NO exceptions!

· No INCOMPLETE assignments will be accepted.  If an assignment if incomplete, you will receive a zero for that assignment.
· All projects are a Michigan Merit course/credit requirement.
